Preset Adjust
You have the perfect preset but for your desired Lightroom Preset it is slightly too soft or too[image: ][image: ] strong? With Preset Adjust you have now quickly solved this problem! Combined with a couple of good presets you can edit pictures quickly and professionally!Picture Instruments - PI UG
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If you just want to quickly adjust a preset, you can now save yourself the work of having to touch each control individually because each slider of the plugin controls several Lightroom parameters at the same time.

With the master control of the plugin, the current Lightroom settings can be amplified or softened with just one slider, so that presets can be quickly and individually adjusted for each image. The plugin also offers five additional controls that allow you to change multiple parameters at the same time, based on the topic. For example all brightness and contrast changes, all saturation changes or all parameters which tint the image.

Skin Tone  Adjust
With the Skin[image: ] Tone Adjust, you have the skin tones of your pictures always under control, because this plugin it is specifically made for editing skin tones in Adobe Lightroom. No matter whether you start with a neutral image or if the skin tones have to be adjusted subsequently after applying a preset.

Each of the four sliders of the plugin controls multiple Lightroom parameters at the same time. This way you can create colorful or cool looks, without influencing  the skin tones too much, so that they look unnatural. Also a clean, noble look, which is known from beauty campaigns or a deep brown, suntanned complexion can be realized quickly with the plugin. The saturation settings can be moved toward red or orange, depending on the skin tone type, to make the 
skin look more alive and the lip color can be adjusted towards nude or pink.

Section  Adjust 
Wit[image: ]h this plugin you can amplify or soften the current Lightroom settings with just one control or they can be adjusted section by section with the further 9 controls. This way you can, for example, quickly adjust all curve settings, without having to change each point on the curve individually.

Each control of Section Adjust allows you to purposefully adjust your presets partial, if the changes of a certain section (for example RGB curves or HSL controls) are too strong and if the deactivation of certain sections would rob the look of that certain something.

Furthermore presets don’t have to be saved in multiple intensities anymore and your preset collection looks clean and open again.

Host-Software
Preset Adjust, Skin Tone Adjust and Section Adjust are available as a plugin for Lightroom. The plugins work with Lightroom version 6 and newer. You need the classic version of newer Lightroom versions, since the plugins aren’t supported in the cloud version.

Trial / Download
The plugins can be downloaded via the “Try | Download” button on their product page: www.pic-in.de/presetadjust, www.pic-in.de/skintoneadjust, www.pic-in.de/sectionadjust. For testing, the "Simple Adjust" slider can be installed, which can be used without any activation. You have to buy a license for activating the other three plugins.
